iPhoto Helpful Information



Please be sure to look at this information and use other resources before automatically asking the teacher how to do something. This sheet is meant to be a helpful resource to help you problem solve through questions you may have

How to Create an iPhoto Book

1. Open iPhoto and on the bottom toolbar click on the picture of the book

2. Choose the style of book you would like

3. A prompt will pop up that says NO PHOTOS SELECTED FOR BOOK, click ADD LATER
4. A toolbar will appear on the top of the program, click on the picture that looks like a SINGLE SHEET OF PAPER (this will allow you to look at the pages in the book)

5. Pages will be grouped in pairs, as if they were together when you open the book

How to Edit Pages

1. Click on the page you would like to change

2. On the bottom toolbar click on the LAYOUT button. Choose what type of layout you would like to use

3. You may repeat this for the THEME or BACKGROUND of a page

How to Add, Remove, or Move Pages

1. iPhoto books must be a minimum of 20 pages. You do not have to use all 20, however you may not remove them

2. To add a page, simply click ADD PAGE on bottom toolbar

3. To move a page, first be sure the SINGLE SHEET OF PAPER is highlighted in the bottom toolbar under VIEW. Then just click and drag page where you would like it to be

How to Add Pictures to Book

1. You first have to have pictures loaded into iPhoto, do this by Clicking and Dragging Pictures over iPhoto Icon
2. Drag photos you would like to use over the Book (under keepsakes section)
3. In the toolbar on the top of the program, click on the picture that looks like a MULTIPLE PAGES (this will allow you to look at the pictures you can use in the book)

4. Click and drag photos onto the location you want

How to Save Project

1. Go to FILE PRINT

2. Click where it says PDF SAVE AS PDF
3. Title as LAST NAME, FIRST NAME or other title you choose
4. Save to DESKTOP or other location that you choose
